Lisburn Tourism Research 2008

 In 2008, we estimate that there were 4.9 million visitor trips to Lisburn City Council. This includes 4.4 million trips made by visitors from within NI.
 The value of direct tourism spend in Lisburn City Council during 2008 is estimated at £129.9 million, of which out of state tourists contributed £15 million or 12% of these revenues. 
 In 2008 almost 136,000 out of state tourists visited Lisburn and spent one or more nights in the Council area.  In addition to overnight visitors a further 349,000 out of state tourists visited the City for a day trip.

 During the year 485,000 out of state tourist visits were set in the context of an estimated 4.1 million visitor trips to Lisburn.

 88% of these trips were accounted for by indigenous day trips, that is visits to the Lisburn City Council are made by those living outside the Council area and made for reasons other than work or personal business (visiting Doctor, Bank, Vet etc).

 The GB market accounts for the largest share of out of sate tourists visiting the Council (45%) with the ROI making up a further 38%.  

Over 7 in 10 (71%) out of state overnight visitors to the Lisburn City Council area (96,560) stayed with family & friends, staying for an average of 4 nights in the area.   Of the 39,440 that stayed in commercial accommodation the average stay was shorter at 3 nights.

 Taking visitor numbers and average duration of stay into account, the total number of visitor nights spent in commercial accommodation is estimated at 118,320 nights
Day trippers spent a total of £121.3 million in the Lisburn City Council area during 2008,  £113.2 million of which was accounted for by indigenous visitors, leaving the value of out of state day trippers at £8.1 million
Overall the total level of tourism spend supported 7,134 full time equivalent jobs, based on the NIERC estimation of a ratio of 55 FTE jobs per £1 million of direct tourist expenditure

 Also using the NIERC estimates it is possible to estimate the value of both direct and indirect expenditure, calculated using a multiplier of 1.8 applied to direct expenditure.  On this basis the overall impact on the Lisburn economy of tourism in 2008 is estimated to have been £233.5 million
